SELECTION AND NOTIFICATION GUIDELINES

     Under the leadership of the Committee Chairman it will be the responsibility of the Awards Committee of the Ohio Angus Association to select a recipient of this award by fulfilling the following responsibilities in a timely fashion:

     The committee chairman will appoint a time and procedure for reviewing the nominations for the purpose of selecting a recipient of the award.

     The chairman of the awards committee must see that each member of the awards committee has access to a complete copy of the nomination of each candidate for the award.

     In selecting a winner each committee member participating will vote for the candidate of their choice.  A winner can be selected only when their nomination receives a simple majority vote of those committee members involved.

     In the event of a tie vote that cannot be broken after three separate tries, no winner will be selected.  Discussion among those committee members participating must be permitted between each of the tries to break a tie vote.     

     The committee chairman will be responsible for notifying the winner in order for that person to make personal preparations for accepting the award.

     The committee chairman, working with the Ohio Angus Association Secretary, is responsible for seeing that the proper award is available and that the winner is properly recognized at the annual banquet of the Ohio Angus Association.

     The Ohio Angus Association Secretary is responsible for a press release about the winner of the award being sent to the media as listed on the nomination form.
